South of Boston – Built in 2005

Asking: $ 899,000 or $5500 per month NNN lease.

Description: This unbranded self-service gas station is located south of Boston on about 14,000 square 
feet of land on a busy numbered route. The site was rebuilt last year with state-of-the-art dispensers and 
tanks and a brand new building.  

The site has been open since September 2005 and pumps approximately 600,000 gallons of 
gasoline and diesel from two islands with a total of four blending dispensers and two high-speed diesel 
dispensers. The convenience store is about 1,000 square feet and has revenues of about $700 per day 
and growing. Lottery net commission in 2007 was $30,000. There are also revenues of about $2,500 per 
year from the ATM and the air machine and vacuum. 
 There are two12,000 gallon and one 8,000 gallon double-walled fiberglass tanks installed in 
2005. The site has 15,000 gallons NL storage, 5,000 Super storage and 12,000 Diesel storage. 
 There is no gasoline contract in place. 

This site is doing well but a new operator could significantly improve it with more competitive 
gas prices – excellent potential. 

Highlights:  
• About 600,000 gallons per year at a profit of 15 cents per gallon 
• Store sales of about $700 per day at a profit of 30%. Store sales are growing. 
• Lottery net commission in 2007 of $30,000. 

   
Land and building: The site is situated on about 14,000 square feet of land and the building is over 
1,000 sq ft. The seller also owns 1.86 acres next door and would sell the adjoining parcels for an 
additional $500,000. 
Equipment: Four Wayne Ovation blending dispensers with card readers, two Wayne high-speed diesel 
dispensers, Wayne Nucleus register, three 12,000 gallon DWFG tanks, canopy, store furniture and 
fixtures. 
Contractual obligations: NONE. 
Environmental: Site has acceptable 21E performed in 2005. 
Bank Financing: The seller has an assumable mortgage of $517,000 at 7%.
