Listing #234: Brand New Branded Self-Service Gas Station with  
Convenience Store and Dunkin’ Donuts for Lease 

Southeastern MA 
 
Asking: $ 350,000 for the business. 
    Rent is $9,500 per month. Lease is in place for ten years with a ten-year tenant option. 
 
Highlights:  

• Fuel volume of about 60,000 gallons per month.  
• Store sales of $36,000 per month. 
• Lottery sales of about $700 per day.. 
• Dunkin’ Donuts rent is guaranteed at $90,000 per year. 
• Excellent chance to build gas and store volume, rent out unrented spaces and 

create a very profitable site. 
 
Description: This branded self-service gas station is located south of Boston on about ¾ acre of land on 
a busy numbered route. The station opened for business in September 2007 and currently pumps about 
60,000 gallons per month of gasoline and diesel from one island with three Gilbarco blending dispensers. 
The convenience store is about 3300 square feet and has revenues of about $36,000 per month with 
lottery sales of about $700 per day. There is a guaranteed rent of $90,000 per year from Dunkin’ Donuts. 
 There are two other retail spaces available to be rented out, along with a one-bedroom apartment 
above the store which could be used by the new tenant or rented out.  
 There is a gas contract in place with a distributor at rack plus $.03 per gallon for eight years, then 
rack plus $.045 per gallon for the next two years.  

The site is currently switching brands and should significantly improve the gas volume 
with a more aggressive price. The site has pumped 125,000 gallons per month in the recent past. 
  
Land and building: The site is situated on about ¾  acre and the building is over 3,300 sq ft. 
 
Equipment: Four Gilbarco blending dispensers with card readers, three 12,000 gallon DWFG tanks (NL, 
Super, Diesel), Gilbarco Passport, canopy, store furniture and fixtures. 
 
Contractual obligations: There is a supply contract in place with a distributor for ten years. Dunkin’ 
lease is in place for twenty years. 
 
Included in the Asking Price: Business, furniture, fixtures and equipment.  

 
Not included in the Asking Price: Gas and groceries inventory will be measured/counted, valued at 
cost, and paid for by the buyer at closing.
